· The league is for girls in Years 5/6 

· All teams must be affiliated to their local Schools Football Association

· Only school teams can enter the competition (not club teams or representative teams)

· Each squad shall consist of 10 players, with 7 playing at any one time, 1 of whom shall be the goalkeeper (squad alterations can be made between league dates)

· Games will be centrally timed. Where possible referees will be provided however teams will also be expected to referee their own games. 
· Players must wear shin guards (covered entirely by the stockings). Teams must wear a playing strip and goalkeepers must also wear a distinguishing playing strip. Permitted footwear includes trainers or football boots with moulded studs (metal studs are not allowed)

· The Central Venue League will be based on a round robin format. Teams will compete on three or four specified league dates and play a series of matches on each occasion
· The competition shall be governed in accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Football Association.  Matches will be played in general conformity with the Laws of Mini-Soccer issued by the Football Association.
