Competition Rules & Regulations

1. Team Requirements

· Squads can be made up of boys and/or girls. If there are boys included in the squad, no more than two boys maybe on the court at any one time. There is a maximum of 3 boys allowed per squad. The squad can consist of a minimum of 7 and a maximum of 9 players with 5 players on court at any one time
· At every interval and between games, players must rotate one place around the rotations 

The rotations enclosed, include suggested starting positions for boys to ensure that the number of girls on the court always exceeds the number of boys.

· Please note the rotation indicated for a squad of 7 on the squad rotation sheets. There are two rotations that will not be used if there are three boys in a squad of 7. The rotation would enable three boys to be on the court, therefore these rotations will not be played.
2. Eligibility

· Schools years 5 / 6 mixed or girls.

3. Competition Format

· There will be 2 leagues during the competition. The winning team from each league will play in a final. Matches will be two halves of approximately six minutes and players will rotate 1 place at half time and 1 place between each match. 
· In the event of a tie between 1st and 2nd place in each group the positions will be decided by:-
(a) Tied teams result

(b) Goal difference

(c) Goals for

(d) Goals against

· In the event of a draw in the final, the result will be decided by golden goal.

· Points will be awarded as follows:-

5 points for a win

3 points for a draw 

1 point if scoring more than 50% of the winning Restore.

· Games will be centrally timed and where possible umpires will be provided however some team managers may be called upon to umpire.

· Should the competition fail to run on time, the duration of the games may be shortened.

4. Sport Rules
The competition will be played to England Netball High Five Rules (copies are available from your competition manager) with the exceptions listed within the Tyne & Wear Competition Manager rules.
A summary can be found below:
· 9ft High Posts

· Pass or shoot within 4 seconds

· 1 metre distance- players not permitted to defend shot or pass with arms outstretched

· Each squad will consist of 7, 8 or 9 players

· Rotations must be strictly followed as stated on rotation squad sheets.
Any eventuality or programme changes not covered by the rules will be at the discretion of the Schools Competition Manager.  In any dispute the decision of the Schools Competition Manger is final.
